Assessment Updates

All K-State undergraduate colleges have the option to modify their respective College Uni-
versity General Education (UGE) Program Requirements to designate selected upper-division ma-
jor-specific courses or experiences as UGE equivalent. On January 18, 2005, the Faculty Senate
passed a motion to allow upper-level courses designated for majors to be eligible as UGE courses.
These courses and experiences will be subject to the approval process of the UGE Council to ensure
continuity with existing UGE criteria. The courses or experiences must incorporate the three UGE
benchmarks (i.e., active learning, experiential context, and opportunity to apply knowledge across
other disciplines) and include significant advanced writing experience for students.

Significant Advanced Writing Experience

The goal is to provide intense frequent writing experiences for students, comparable to the
writing norm for the discipline or the profession. Target audiences for these writing experiences
