


Technical Information. Type and double-space your paper. Put your name, the course
name/number, the assignment name/number, and the date in the upper left hand corner of
your paper. When quoting poetry, reproduce the lines exactly as the poet arranged them.
Indicate the end of the printed line of poetry with a spaced slash [ / ].  For example:  "There
she stands / As if alive" (lines 46-47).  When quoting more than two or three lines, set off
the quotation by indentation; quotation marks are not necessary in block quotations.  For
example:
