
 Lightning Safety  

• Watch for developing thunderstorms and be ready to act when thunder is heard.  

• Lightning can strike as far as 10 miles from an area where it is raining.  
That’s about the distance you can hear thunder.  

 

If you can hear thunder, you are within striking distance.  Seek safe shelter 
IMMEDIATELY!  

• Outdoor Activities:  Minimize the risk of being struck by moving indoors or to 
vehicles at the first roar of thunder.
