Kiefer passed out a brief handout reviewing the plan for the University Honors Program. Highlights of the handout
were:

e All honors students will continuously enroll in a 020 course number (no credit; this will be by college).
e Students will take an Introduction to Honors course which will be numbered 189 (again, by college). Thisisal
credit hour course at present and will be processed as a variable credit.

e Course proposals will be sent through Faculty Senate for approval.

Kiefer wants to remain flexible with this program in order to make it possible for both transfer and K-State students
who may not start out in the honors program. Each student’s situation will be somewhat different, so they may have
to work on a case by case basis. Honors courses are planned to be general education at this time. Course approvals
will go through each individual college and then through Faculty Senate. It was questioned whether there will be
