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(h) For the Teaching Diverse Learners class, content has been added on culturally and linguistically diverse 
students, the title has been changed to reflect that new content, and one credit has been added to the 
course. Data from program reviews (e.g., practicum performance, SLO results, exit survey and graduate 
survey results; and teacher education advisory committee recommendations) document the need to 
provide more complete coverage in the program on culturally and linguistically diverse students. 

 
(i) A minor change in title has been entered to make the title more descriptive. Also, the credits have been 

reduced by one to reflect the 15-week semester that the Board of Regents builds into course clock hour 
requirements. 

 
(j) The area of concentration for modern foreign language is being dropped because (1) taking this area 

does not lead to licensure as a foreign language teacher (students must go through the secondary 
education program for that), (2) elementary teachers do not have responsibility to teach foreign
