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2.  President Al Cochran announced that Faculty Senate Executive Committee met in a
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closely with the new administration to continue to give the message that the investment
in higher education is critical.

Senator Rahman suggested the creation of a panel of faculty and administrators from all
universities to develop long range system planning and to set goals.  Docking said that
part of the difficulty in doing that is the lack of support from legislators who do not want
to be bound by decisions made by former legislators.  He would like to convince the
legislators to spend more of the state’s gaming revenue on higher education, much like
the model in other states, such as Missouri.  Another appr0u0008 Tueing launched 8 Tone
led by the Hall Family Foundation in Kansas City.  They have begun a multi-year
campaign in Kansas to gain grassroots support for the appr0priate funding of higher
education.  Senator Schumm asked about funding levels of Regents’ institutions.  Regent
Docking responded that all state universities are under-funded relative to their peers.
