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b. Be the final authority for approving all curriculum and course changes, and all 
candidates for honorary and academic degrees. The Faculty Senate may delegate some 
authority to colleges to approve minor course and curriculum changes.

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a. Prepare the minutes of the meetings of the Faculty Senate and the executive 
committee. 

b. Make the approved minutes of the meetings of the Faculty Senate and the executive 
committee available to senators and the university community using available means.
