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decisions being made right now. The proposal in the legislature would cut $1.6M in block
grants that would support 915 K-State students. Forty-nine percent of K-State students
who receive monies from the comprehensive grant program are also first generation
college students. If this legislation is passed, it will truly affect students and the bottom
line in terms of tuition and fee revenue for K-State.
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Funds to repay the debt would be coming from the Educational Building fund, rather than
the state general fund. However, this impacts other maintenance funding/schedules for
buildings on campus that need maintenance because funds will go to Seaton bond
payments and reduce the funding available for other buildings. The interest is low at this
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
