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Definition of Research Misconduct 

1. ��  “Research misconduct” means fabrication, falsification, or alteration of data. 
2. �� Improper experimental manipulation. For exam ple, manipulating ex periments to obtain 

biased data. 







The inquiry team report shall be kept in the provost'sVPR's  office for three years after 
conclusion of the inquiry. 

There are three potential ou tcomes of an inquiry. 

(1) If the inquiry leads to the conclusionteam concludes  that academicno research  
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discussions and, concurrently, a copy of, or su pervised access to, the evidence on which the 
report is based. Within ten (1 0) calendar days from the date the draft report was provided, 
the respondent may submit wr itten comments and additional  evidence to the review 
committee regarding the report. The review committee will consider the respondent’s 
submissions and take any additi onal actions the Review Commi ttee deems appropriate.  At 
minimum, the respondent’s po sition regarding the report
