Each year the Department of History evaluates students majoring in history through a direct
assessment employing a rubric that evaluates student performance in the completiort@f a 20-
25-page research paper assigned in our capstone cols3e586 “The Advanced Seminar in
History.” At the completion of the course students are also assessed indirectly by means of an
anonymous exit survey in which they provide their own evaluation of their proficiency in basic
and advanced skills. During the 202022 academic year, history faculty assessed majors across
all five of our learning objectives.
