
KAHBH Program Timeline and Background Information  
 
September 11, 2001: Terrorists attacked New York City and Washington, D. C. The entire 
country realized its vulnerability as more than 3,000 citizens were killed and thousands more 
grieved those losses. A call for better readiness went out over the nation.  
 
November 2001: The Departments of Health and Human Services/ SAMHSA held “Summit on 
Terror” in New York City. A team from Kansas attended to focus on developing a crisis
