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Eventually Mozart began to rebel from the control of his father and wanted to travel freely. Mozart wanted to go to Paris, but his father insisted that Mozart•s mother accompany him on his travels. 
When Mozart and his mother arrived in Paris, she was seriously ill. After she had passed, Mozart returned home to Salzbu rg a few months later. Mozart composed a total of 19 solo piano sonatas and only two of them are written in a minor key. Sonata K. 310 was composed in 1778 while Mozart was 
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
