






The K-State Campaign for Non-
violence (CNV) - began in 2000 as 
an over¬arching, university-wide 
“home” for applied and academic 
nonviolence educa¬tion projects 
and programs.

*SafeZone - SZ Allies are peers/
fellow citizens who attend train-
ing to become visible, accessible 
allies for fellow community mem-
bers who may be troubled or who 
are in trouble. SZ allies offer a safe 
place to talk and to ýnd additional 
help. Allies display the SZ symbol 
on an ofýce door, backpack or oth-
er location and thereby, indirectly, 
also help build the expectation for a 
non¬violent community. Over 700 
allies have been trained and more 
take training every semester. We 
also help off-campus groups begin 
SZ programs.

* Season for Nonviolence -- is the 
64-Days between January 30 and 
April 4 (assassination anniversaries 
of Mahatma Gandhi and Martin Lu-
ther King, Jr.). It provides an annu-
al, international fpcus for localized 
events designed to increase aware-
ness of nonviolence teachings and 
techniques and illustrate the prac-
ticality of nonviolence strategies.
