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need to contribute effectively in their chosen careers. In the graduate education program (M.S. and Ph.D.) the 
Department produces a person confident of his/her ability to function as a professional physicist. The Department 
also provides education for students in scientific, engineering, and other disciplines that require an understanding 
of both basic physics concepts and applications of physics. Over several decades the Department has developed 
five tracks of introductory physics to accommodate the special needs of engineers, pre-med, chemistry, biology, 
architecture, education, and non-science majors.  The num
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
